* Responsibility will be to ensure that the water and sanitation activities are

implemented with a focus on WatSan in health care settings (lead cluster is WHO

for health) and also on water quality monitoring with the WASH cluster lead by the
WatSan national institution with support from UNICEF
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* The person will be under WHO contract and paid by WHO

* There will be a hand over on site

* The person will work with a WHO Haiti environmental health technician. She is

full time coordinating the emergency response but will be a strong support to the

staff coming. She knows the work that is needed, knows the right people to talk to
for the task, and is knowledgeable about WHO working procedures

and structure.
